Dogs running loose continue to be a problem 
in the Gilcrease Hills neighborhoods. First and 
foremost if you are the owner ofa dog please keep it 
fenced or on a leash as the law requires. Also be sure 
your dog is tagged and has all of its shots. This can 
be very important to you with the loose animal bites 
someone out for a walk or some child at play. 

You might also remember that not everyone 
likes cats and dogs and some very bad things can 
happen to them when you let them out to roam the 
streets. Keep your animals save at home. 

Regarding the loose dogs, do not assume the 
dog will return to its home. Many of these animals are 
beautiful but their owners could no longer maintain 
them. Often the owners abandon these dogs along 
Apache Road and then the dogs following their noses 
come into the area. 

Please take this simple action - you should 
call the Tulsa Animal Control Shelter to pick up the 
loose dog. 

TIle number is 918/669-6299. Put the number in your 
cell phone so it will be available when you are out for 
a walk, These animals risk a tragic death from 
starvation or being hit by a car. If the dog has an 
owner the tag will provide contact information for the 
shelter to call. If your dog has been loose call the 
Tulsa Animal Control Shelter to see if the dog is 
there.

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RE-FINANCING?? 
COVENANT VIOLATIONS TO BE REPORTED 

Be aware that the Association is reporting all 
violation of covenants to closing companies and 
realtors when they contact the Association for closing 
letters. All property in Gilcrease Hills must have a 
letter from the Association stating the current status 
of the property assessments whenever that property is 
sold. Without a letter from the Association the 
closing can not proceed. 

When closing letters or dues letters are 
requested, the Association informs the mortgage 
holder, closing or title company of covenant 
violations reported at the property under 
consideration. If you have been cited by the 
Association for a violation of covenants during the 
past year and you are selling your house or trying to 
refinance you will have to correct the violation 
before the Association will issue a closing letter. This 
could significantly delay the closing or refinancing of 
your house.
